WORLD HARVEST CHURCH, Pastor and Founder (1977) 

A Bible study begun by Pastor Parsley with 17 people birthed the ministry 
complex of World Harvest Church in Columbus, Ohio. The church has 
grown rapidly to its present configuration, including: a 5,200-seat 
tabernacle; the Breakthrough Worldwide Ministry Center; Children’s and 
Youth Ministries; Family Life; Ministry Resource Centers; a bookstore and 
administrative offices. 

 

BREAKTHROUGH MEDIA MINISTRIES, Chief Executive Officer (1979) 

Breakthrough is the worldwide media ministry of Pastor Rod Parsley. It 
reaches multiplied thousands across America and around the world 
through TV, radio and the Internet. Breakthrough is broadcasting the power 
and presence of God to a potential viewing audience of 97 percent of U.S. 
homes, 78 percent in Canada and to nearly every nation on the planet. The 
show’s broadcast schedule is posted on the ministry Web site, located at 
www.rodparsley.com. 
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BRIDGE OF HOPE MINISTRIES, Chief Executive Officer (1985) 

Under the Rod Parsley’s direction Bridge of Hope (BOH), the missions 
outreach of World Harvest Church, brings hope to the hopeless around the 
world by preaching the Gospel and providing life-sustaining relief.  

Bridge of Hope and Pastor Parsley have been particularly touched by the 
tragic plight of the people of Sudan. His untiring efforts have been 
instrumental in the passage of the Sudan Peace Act, and have been the 
catalyst in freeing more than 27,700 Sudanese Christian slaves. In addition, 
Bridge of Hope has provided the funds to rush 2.5 million pounds of food, 
more than $3 million worth of medical supplies and more than 6,000 survival 
kits to help ease their suffering.  

Bridge of Hope has also provided more than 1 million pounds of food to 
hard-working families in cities across America who are struggling to make 
ends meet. In the wake of Hurricanes Katrina and Rita, Bridge of Hope 
responded with the greatest relief effort in its history. Within the first three 
weeks of the disaster, BOH distributed 1.1 million pounds of food, water and 
supplies.   

 

HARVEST PREPARATORY SCHOOL, President and Founder (1986) 

Pastor Parsley felt prompted by God to build an educational system. Now 
in its twentieth year, Harvest Preparatory School (HPS) is a state-chartered 
school, offering grades preschool through 12th, including fully equipped 
state-of-the-art computer and science labs; four gymnasiums; a 
cafeteria/banquet hall; two libraries; and numerous resource areas for 
teachers and students alike. An average of 80 percent of students who 
graduate from HPS continue their education in colleges and universities.

Pastor Parsley opened the doors of World Harvest Bible College (WHBC) 
to equip students from around the world for ministry service.  The goal of 
WHBC is to raise up world changers – men and women of integrity, rooted 
in the Bible and empowered by God’s Spirit to make a difference. 
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In July 2004, World Harvest Bible College launched an External Studies 
Program, offering a full range of study students can complete at their own 
pace in the convenience of their homes.
